Accommodation

Please be aware that the NZ Master’s Games run in Dunedin from Feb 2-10. Really cheap accommodation will be at a premium. University Halls of Residence are largely empty at this time and are traditionally occupied by Games athletes, so this may not be as much of a problem as it first seems. Early investigation should be a priority.

The Sensei will be staying at Pacific Park Hotel, 22-23 Wallace Street, Dunedin. The hotel can be reached at: Reservations@pacificparkdunedin.co.nz
The hotel has extra rooms available at a cost $129 + GST (single, twin share /double) per night (so at 3 people per room, the cost per person per night would be $48.38). However, as the venue is in South Dunedin and the hotel is in central Dunedin, you may wish to find closer accommodation, though Dunedin taxi fares are quite reasonable, especially for a group. For the reasons outlined above, you may wish to book taxis in advance to ensure availability. Airport shuttles are available but be aware that Dunedin proper is around 30-40 minutes from the airport by taxi.
